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Applied Cybersecurity and Internet Governance: Template for Authors

Introduction – Heading 1 Style Applied
Do not type nor paste your abstract nor keywords in the template. The abstract will be automatically uploaded from the editorial system during the submission. The abstract needs to be a concise description of the manuscript. Briefly outline the background of the study, specify research objectives, and describe any hypotheses that have been tested. Present methodology of the study, explain quantitative or qualitative methods, and specify the research instrument. Provide a concise summary of the most important results that have been obtained. Explain why the study results are significant and give the key take-home message(s). The abstract is published separately by many indexing databases, so it should be complete and it must be able to stand alone. 
The introduction provides an adequate background, and places the study in a broad international context. The current state of the research field should be reviewed carefully and key publications cited. Establish the importance of the topic and explain the significance of your study. Identify the paucity of previous research or identify a knowledge gap in the field of study. Convince the reader why your paper is worth reading. 
The introduction also gives the purpose of the article, hypothesis and research strategy (methods) selected to achieve the research objective. The structure of the paper may be outlined. 
The introduction may be divided by subheadings. Papers should be written in English using British spelling. 
Subsection 1 – Heading 2 Style Applied
Use IEEE reference style. References need not be cited in the text. When they are, they appear on the line, in square brackets, inside the punctuation. Grammatically, they may be treated as if they were footnote numbers, e.g.: as shown by Brown [4, 5]; as mentioned earlier [2, pp. 5-10, 4, Fig. 1–7, Appendix I, 9]; Smith [4, Algorithm 5] and Brown and Jones [5, eq.(2)]; Wood et al. [7].
We strongly recommend preparing the references with a bibliography software package, such as Mendeley, EndNote, ReferenceManager or Zotero to avoid typing mistakes and duplicated references.  
Methods 
Please note that research papers can have a separate methodology section that provides sufficient methodological details to allow the work to be reproduced, such as the methods, instruments, procedure, characteristics of the sample, and other details. Authors must also state their method for determining sample size and report all tasks and procedures conducted prior to the last measure to be analysed. Procedures not directly relevant to the research question can be described briefly, but they should not be omitted.
Results
Results should be clear and concise. Describe the outcome both in terms of the statistical analyses and in the language of the research. Include exact p values for statistical tests, measures of effect size, and confidence intervals when appropriate. For experimental reports, effects should be accompanied by their corresponding means and standard deviations, either within the text or in a table. Correlational reports should also include these descriptive statistics.

Discussion
The results need discussion and interpretation in the perspective of previous studies and hypotheses. Implications and future research directions can also be presented.
Conclusions
Conclusions address the purpose of the article stated in the introduction, provide a brief summary of the results and emphasize the implications of the findings. The findings and their implications should be discussed in the broadest context possible. Important limitations should also be addressed. Future research directions may also be mentioned.
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References 
References include only the scientific publications cited in the paper. The references should be up-to-date and complete (refer to high-quality research, preferably indexed in international databases (such as Scopus, Web of Science, DOAJ). Please ensure that every reference cited in the paper is also present in the reference list (and vice versa). Try to cite the main sources instead of later replications (unless replication is the point). The full URL should be given and the date when the reference was last accessed. Any further information, if known (DOI, author names, dates, reference to a source publication, etc.), should also be given.

IEEE Referencing Style
This guide provides examples of the IEEE Referencing Style. This is a numeric referencing style where citations are numbered [1] in the order of appearance. Grammatically, they may be treated as if they were footnote numbers, e.g.: as shown by Brown [4, 5]; as mentioned earlier [2, pp. 5-10, 4, Fig. 1–7, Appendix I, 9]; Smith [4, Algorithm 5] and Brown and Jones [5, eq.(2)]; Wood et al. [7].
Full references should be provided at the end of your paper listing all the works that you have cited. The bibliography should be arranged alphabetically by author.
